Wetlands have specialized biological processes that �lter 
pollutants from the waterways like the Anacostia River, 
and they are the natural answer to solving a problem like 
pollution and legacy toxics. Now, with the e�ects of climate 
change becoming more and more apparent, the “super 
power” of wetlands to control �ooding and sequester carbon 
dioxide are more important than ever.

The map to the right shows the targeted 12 acres of wetlands 
we are restoring with your support.  In addition to plantings, 
the Anacostia Watershed Society has worked to remove 
invasive plants and mitigate the e�ects of non-native wildlife.  

Our e�orts to end the detrimental e�ects of invasive species like Phragmites and resident Canada Geese have helped 
the Anacostia River’s wetlands rebound. With your support, we have been able to control these populations and create 
more vibrant and diverse wetland habitat.
